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Regional Meeting Participation Report

Monterey Peninsula Regional Water Authority (MPRWA) — 1% Vice President, Acting Chair
5/12/16:

Heard a report on the joint motion to CPUC for a separate Phase 2 decision on Ground
Water Replenishment. CalAm proposes to build the pipeline needed to bring Pure Water
Monterey to the Peninsula. The Pollution Control Agency and the Water Management
District, plus CalAm, will be parties to a Water Purchase Agreement. In the background
is the topic of Surcharge 2 that is intended to fund the pipeline.

Discussed the “To Do” list for the MPRWA. It’s a big list!

Considered proposed modifications to the prior CalAm CDO (Cease and Desist Order)
extension request to the State Water Resources Control Board. Authorized signing along
with other settling parties.

Authorized the RWA president to send a letter to the Governor’s Military Council on
status of the Water Supply Project and the proposed modifications to the CDO.

Designated Jason Burnett as a continuing Special Liaison for the RWA. This meeting
was the last official meeting for former Mayor Burnett. Steve Dallas, incoming mayor in
Carmel, strongly urged this action.

Visit to California Department of Fish and Wildlife, Sacramento
5/9/2016

Along with 6 others from the Peninsula, met with Director Bonham and Deputy Lehr on
behalf the MPRWA and the Carmel River Steelhead Association as a settling party to the
water CDO.

Topic: Permitting for fish rescue and PIT tagging to ensure a healthy steelhead
population until the Water Supply Project reduces the draw from the Carmel River

All recognized and acknowledged a state dilemma in the permitting process.
Dialog established some important new information for CDFW
o Rescued fish are a large part of the returning and spawning population

o The MPWMD permits that CDFW thought were sufficient are no longer in effect,
and the jurisdiction of the MPWMD does not cover the Carmel tributaries, which
are an important part of the rescue program

o The CRSA does actually collect scientifically useful data and is open to guidance;
the CRSA has relevant training and expertise; and the CRSA has specialized
equipment that they maintain per requirements and have trained operators. All of
this information was important to the CDFW, which deals with many well-
meaning but untrained community activist groups.

e CDFW committed to a reply “in a few days.” Crossing our fingers.

e Heard presentation on Road Charge pilot program

o Problem: Gas tax income is declining and not equitable for road maintenance
(e.g. Tesla owners pay $0.00. Maybe they should pay something.)

o Experiment: Charge based on miles used on roadways

e Heard presentation on Fix our Roads Coalition: Goal is to prompt legislature to fund
road maintenance. CA is 2" worst in nation; CA has 4 of top 5 cities with worst roads.

e AMBAG received a GFOA Merit Award for its Annual Finance Report...for st year in a
row!
